Cold 31 days report, plus January report.

Cold 31 days: 

The period from 15th Dec 2009 to 14th January 2009, which spanned 31 days was very cold, only two days saw the temperature creep above 5c on the 26th and 27th. The mean over the period was only –0.5c, the mean maximum was 1.9c and the mean minimum was  –2.8c. 

January  2010 Report.   

Very cold for the half of the month with frequent severe frosts and snowfall. The mean temperature up to the 14th was just, -1.6c. Maximum temperatures for the period were mostly around or slightly above freezing, though 3 days gave maximums below 0c. 

The 7th produced lowest minimum of the cold spell, –10c in the screen and –12.6 on the snow cover. The coldest here since I began keeping records in 2005. 

Maximum snow depth during the period was just 4cm, but more than 50% snow cover lay on the ground for 10 consecutive days.

Winds changed to a more southerly quadrant on the 15th, so milder conditions took over with the temperature reaching 5.2c. The next 14 days were dominated with winds from a mainly southerly or westerly quadrant, so the temperatures were generally closer to the average, but with continued ground frosts overnight.  It was also quite a dull period with little sunshine noted, though not particularly unsettled. The wettest day was the 22nd , with 19.7mm of rain recorded. 

Finally, the last 2 days of the month were cold with moderate frost and a few snow flurries.

Daily notes: 

7th: Very severe frost here this morning as the temperature dropped to –10.0c at 06:30GMT and –12.6c on the grass. The coldest since I began keeping records in 2005 and January 2002 from local records.

Summary:

A cold month with frequent severe frosts, particularly during the first half, though snowfall here was light.

The absolute maximum for the month was 8.5c, the coldest from local records going back to 1994.

The highest minimum for the month was 3.0c on the 29th  ,again the lowest from local data going back to 1994.

The mean maximum of 3.3c was also the lowest on record.

The second and 3rd week were stormy at times with gales, the 11th saw a gust reaching 52mph here, the highest gust of the year so far. 

The mean temperature for the first half of November was well above the average, > 2.5c for the most part. The 3rd week saw a cool down with less rain and strong winds. Finally the last week become exceptionally cold with severe frosts at night and well below normal daytime maxima, so the positive temperature anomaly maintained throughout most of the month was completely wiped out. December 2010 report: Stanton

The coldest first 8 days ever recorded at this station going back to 2005 when records started and also when local records started in 1991. There were record breaking severe frost on several nights, with –11.6c in the screen on the 3rd.. The mean maximum for the first 7 days was an incredible –0.4c with a mean minimum of –3.8c, -8.1c below the local average. There was also >50% cover of snow lying at 09:00 GMT for the first 10 days, and some of this initially fell on 27th of November. The maximum depth for the period was on the 4th of December, 10.5cm. 

The second week became less cold with just slight frosts recorded, though daytime temperatures remained suppressed on the whole under mainly cloudy skies.

The bitter conditions returned during the 3rd week and cold records were broken yet again, a low of –11.8c with –15.0c on the grass made this the coldest night ever recorded at this station since records began in 2005. Snowfall was light initially, but the 22nd saw a moderate fall of powder snow producing 9.5cm of level cover. Then yet another cold record was broken on Christmas morning, -12.2c in the screen and –16.6c on the snow cover. Again this was a record for any month at this station and a local record for any month, which began in 1991.

The final 4 days of the month were much less cold, though daytime maximums remained below the average, as thick advection fog developed.  The mean temperature for the month was –1.4c, -5.7c below the local average.

Snow was observed to fall on 10 days.

Snow lay on the ground with 50% or more cover for 22 days, which is more than most entire winters here. Maximum depth 10.5cm.

The month saw repeated extreme cold, but  -12.2c in the screen and –16.6 on the grass (snow) Christmas morning produced the coldest Christmas and the coldest minimum temperature for any month at this station when record started in 2005 and was also the coldest locally for any month since records began in 1991. Very Cold 31 days: The period from the 27 November 27 December was incredibly cold here; the mean maximum was just 1.4c with the mean minimum being –6.0c, the mean temperature was –2.4c. If this is compared to the CET series going back to 1659, it was the coldest spell compared to a calendar month since 1814 (-2.9) and was indeed colder than January 1963 (-2.1)
