January 2011 report: Stanton

The legacy from the extremely cold December was still in some evidence for the first few days of the month making for a rather cold start. But, really January was a very uneventful when comparing to the very eventful preceding December. 

The only thing of note was how mild the weather felt, by the 7th as the temperatures climbed rapidly, ironically, this day gave the greatest snow depth for the month, 0.3 cm. Double figures temperatures were reached by the 12th, on the 16th, it was very mild indeed with 12.4c being noted here. By the 17th temperature returned to near average or slightly below, though with some cold nights with several moderate to severe frosts. The month ended a little below average temperature wise, the mean being 3.2c, -0.5c of the local average. Rainfall total 39.2mm, 68.3% of the local average.

A record breaking April: An amazingly warm month, the warmest April by far since local records began in 1991, with a mean temperature of 12.0c, +4.3c of the local average. Also, another very dry month indeed, the total rainfall was just 4.3mm, 8.2% of the average, the driest by far for April and indeed any month since local records began.  Rain days total was only 4, again the lowest for any month.

Although I have no sunshine recorder, I noted it was also a very sunny month, the mean cloud cover at 09:00GMT was just 52%.

The heat was short lived though; by the 28th the maximum under cloudy skies was only 17.6c. The mean temperature for the month was 14.35c, equal to the local average.
