2012 Report: Stanton

A wet year with 9 months giving above or well above the average rainfall, the wettest months being June and December producing 273.8% and 196.4 % respectively.

Following on from a mild December 2011, winter 2012 produced a rather mild January and a cold February. Early spring gave a taste of summer during March with well above average temperatures. 10 days saw the temperature exceeding 15c, 60 f with the 28th exceeding 21c, 70f. The summer months were wet and cool with mostly below average temperatures. Autumn continued wet with below average temperatures.  December started very much on the cold side with some severe frosts. Very wet weather returned after the second week, by then it had turned very mild also. 

A cool year overall with the mean being 9.5c –0.1c of the average, though not as cool as 2010 –0.8c.
